medium length black socks

black suit jacket (optional)
black waist coat (optional)
black braces (optional)

Please avoid the following:
sparkly, shiny, sequined, see-through, denim or leather fabrics
jumpers, Indian cotton, t-shirts, polo shirts, skivvies, leather clothing
sandals, open-toe shoes, sneakers, boots or high heels
visible undergarments

light make-up may be worn
hair must not obscure the face from view
